SC-Alt 2010 Participants

A 2,942 students were tested in 2010, compared
to 2759 in 2009.

A This was a 6.6% increase from 2009 (183
students), compared to increases of 4.3% for
2009 and 7.1% for 2008.

The largest increases were for students with:
I Autism (95 students; 18.3%)

I Mild Mental Disabilities (50 students; 7.4%)

I Other Health Impaired (44 students; 48.9%)

decreased (-62 students; -6.4%)
